Attendance and Punctuality

We are delighted that the children have
attended so well at the beginning of this
term. A good attendance record has a
very positive impact on children’s
achievement, their ability to socialise
and their emotional well being. Please
remember that we are unable to author-
ise any absence due to holidays taken
during term time and that penalty notic-
es may be issued to parents of children
who are absent due to a holiday (£60
per parent, per child). Holidays during
term time can seriously disrupt chil-
dren’s learning. Not only do they miss
the teaching provided on the days they
are away, they are also less prepared
for the lessons building on this learning
after their return. As a result, your child’s
progress will be seriously slowed and
there may also be a future risk of under-
achievement.

It is also essential that children arrive at
school on time to ensure they do not
miss out on any of their learning or
cause disruption to the learning of oth-
ers. Children should not be on the
school site before 8.40 am unless they
are attending the breakfast club. Class-
rooms are open from 8:45am and reg-
istration is at 8:55am. Any child arriv-
ing after 8:55 am should report to the
school office.

Breakfast club is open daily for working
parents from 7.45am and costs £1.50
per child per day. Please remember that
children can arrive at breakfast club up
to 8:20am.
