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Literacy

We will be writing short words and captions

using the sounds we already know and
continuing to learn new ones. We will be

continuing to use Fred talk to help us to read
words and will also be starting to Fred talk some

words in our heads. 
We will also have the opportunity to write
independently during our learning time.

We will be continuing our
