Maths

Our main areas of study will be;

e Decimals
e Percentages
¢ Mixed Problems

Your child will also be using their times tables and
other mathematical knowledge to further develop
their skills in problem solving. In addition to this, your
child has been invited to our early-morning SATs

boosting sessions on a Tuesday and Thursday
morning.

Literacy

Our main areas of writing will be based around ‘The Three
Little Pigs Project’ and will cover :

e Fictional writing
¢ A number of non-fiction genres

o We will also be developing our reading and writing
through our History and Geography learning

Also during literacy your child will be focusing on sentence

punctuation, spelling and handwriting. We will be reading

The Wolves of Willoughby Chase’ by Joan Aiken.

Geography and History

In History, we will continue looking into the subject of the ancient civilisation of the Benin Kingdom and looking into
how this compares to the United Kingdom during the same period. In our geography unit - 'Frozen Kingdoms' - we will
be looking into the tourism and natural resources of the Arctic and Antarctica.

Science Art /DT

In Science we will continue
learning about evolution and
inheritance. During these
sessions, we will be looking at
the theory of evolution and
looking into how we can save
endangered animals. We will,
wherever possible, participate
in practical science lessons.

In our art lessons, we will
continue looking at ‘Inuit’
art, creating pieces in the
style of artists who lived in

In PSHE we will be looking at the topic: 'Healthy Me'
where we will be learning about how to keep our
minds and body healthy.
